There is much talk in our times about
what constitutes culture and art, and
whether or not there are limits to art.
Especially our Greek tradition—with
centuries of seeking God and the
eternal laws, as well as with the
experience of wonders and marvels
born from the encounter between
ancient Greek culture and Orthodoxy—
invites us to rediscover it and to
revitalize it. And not in order to seek an
escape from the painful present by
fleeing back into the past, but rather to
clear the overgrown paths leading

toward the future. These are paths that have been
tested, have endured, and have functioned,
expressing and teaching both the meaning of life and
the substance of relationships. Love and devotion to
our folk culture, its cultivation and teaching, as well
as encouragement for people to be initiated into it,
contribute decisively to the cohesion of today’s
society, which seeks ways of meeting with our fellow
citizen, compatriot, neighbor, brother, and other.
Greek culture and the Greek tradition seek us so that
they may bestow hope and courage upon us again—
through coexistence and shared vision.

“It is impossible to improve the world if those who live
in it are not themselves improved,” said Plato. This
very element of a person's constant inner quest—
aimed at their own improvement, that is, their inner,
spiritual cultivation—is, in our view, the defining
element of culture. There are many ways and paths:
art, dance, music, tradition, history. All these things
and many more compose the beautiful mosaic of
culture, without which a society cannot have a
future. “The family is the foundation and beginning of
culture,” said Lucian. Consequently, the person and
the family are the center, the beginning, and the
foundation of culture. Any form or expression of
culture that does not aim at the inner cultivation and
advancement of the person toward something
higher, and that does not consider the family as its
basis and starting point, leads both the individual and
society into a dead end. It creates polarizations and
conflicts, and is improperly labeled “culture.”

We warmly greet once again EPOFEK's
efforts toward a culture rooted in values,
substance, and a Cretan and critic
orientation. As time passes, we sense that
culture too has become part of an intricate
puzzle involving broader shifts not only
geopolitically, but also economically and
technologically. These developments are
altering  international and  human
relationships, as well as everything
traditionally connected to our lives.
Regrettably, culture suffers even at the
hands of the youth who participate in the
cultural activities of the Associations or
other organizationsas an open space for
interaction and development, thereby justifying the city’s
intrusion into the traditional circle dances. A more
tradition-centered viewpoint demands respect for the
community’s unwritten rules. It insists on a sense of
mystery and a code, even regarding the repertoire. In
truth, this dichotomy sounds schematic, since mixtures
and innovations have always been integral to festivals,
making them truly alive. Of course, everything evolves. Yet
they still preserve an atmosphere and continuity that
should not be allowed to turn into an extension of
Athens’s nightlife.

Culture operates through a kind of transformation of the
city, the village, and the public square. Aristotle defines
man as a “political animal,” while Saint Basil the Great calls
him a “social animal’! Society (the public space) is not
conceived as an abstract collection of people and
institutions, but as a non-hierarchical order
encompassing the entirety of human action. This action
includes dance, music, communication, religion, and so
forth. For this to succeed, the citizen must possess
education—a manifestation of the civilized “being” of his
existence, which culminates in the “polis.” In this ongoing
enterprise of coexistence and co-shaping his future, the
individual becomes the chief dancer. In other words, the
citizen “builds the city,” laying firm foundations beneath it;
he is fulfilled, and in turn creates culture himself!

That success becomes evident when culture creates the
visionary human being, endowed with the gift to think
beyond the everyday, who refuses to compromise with
the destruction of the human person and the natural
environment, and who strives for a profound
transformation of the conditions of human life.

We wish that this year’s cultural efforts will remain true to
the above principles, so that our circle dances and
summer gatherings become places of convergence for
the future of our region and of Crete!

Government. It reminds all parties that elected local
authorities  (community heads, mayors, regional
governors), by continuing the tradition shaped by
communal organization in our region during difficult
times, defend the human community they represent and
never become the long arm of any nearby or distant
central authority.
